Churchwarden
William Widdicombe was buried 28 April 1892 aged 69. Rev. Carey noted: “For 25 years Ministers Churchwarden of the Parish of Brixham. An honorable man who died in the faith, trusting only in Jesus.”

He lived at 26 Drew Street with his wife Sarah Ann (nee Way) and had the family Butcher business. 

His son John followed his father in the church.
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Bell Ringer
John Rawl was buried 3rd Sept 1891 aged 70.

He was a bell ringer at St Mary's Chruch for many years.

Living at 3 St Mary's Square he worked as a sailor.
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Church Sexton
William Ward was the “respected Sexton of St Mary's for 39 ½ years.”

He was buried 2nd July 1866 aged 73.

He had maintained the churchyard for nearly 40 years and neatly recorded where all the burials were.

His records were lost in WW2 which is the reason for our project.
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
