In census returns of 1811 the parish of Brixham contained 4341 persons, exclusive of seamen and their families absent at that time, estimated at 500, making the whole population of 4841 persons.

The parish is divided into two; the upper town and the quay. The parish church is capable of accommodating 850 persons and is in the upper town. The Quay is not provided with any church accommodation and is a mile distant from the parish church.

 A representation has been made to His Majesty in Council by the Minister, Churchwardens and several inhabitants of the parish of Brixham in August 1819 that a new chapel should be erected for the accommodation of the inhabitants of the Quay

 Commissioners have granted, from the Parliamentary Fund, the sum of £1200 towards the expense.

The chapel has since been erected and consecrated.

Commissioners are of the opinion that it will be expedient to divide the parish for the purpose of affording divine worship.

With advice from the Privy Council the proposed division and the specification of the boundary line is approved and the proposed district of Lower Brixham is annexed.
A description of the new district parish of Lower Brixham.

The boundary line of the above-mentioned parish commencing at Pierpoint, passes to the western side of a field belonging to Mr. Baddeley and in which his new built house stands, then running through Rea-lane, it passes in a direct line to Mr. Green's windmill, and from thence to the national school, which it does not include, and from thence in a direct line to Comber's barn, including in the said district parish Comber's Bottom or Vale, and from Comber's barn in a direct line to Furzeham windmill, and from thence in a direct line to Fishcombe Cove.

The said boundary line again touches the sea.

The boundary line is about two miles in length. 
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Friday, April 30, 1830

At the Court at Windsor, the 7th April 1830, present, the King's Most Excellent Majesty in Council.

Extending the Boundaries of the District assigned to the New Church at Lower Brixham.

Commissioners deem it expedient that the boundaries of the said district parish of Lower Brixham should be altered, and that the boundaries thereof should be enlarged, and the boundaries thereof should be as follows :

The boundary line commences on the east at the sea at Man Sands, and proceeds westward to Bowling-green-cross; from thence it passes northward to Bowling-green-lane to Yarde's lane; it then proceeds westward through Yarde's lane, Castor-lane, and Doctors'-lane, to Burton Street; it then turns southward up Burton-street, proceeds through it and Mathill-lane to Mathill-gate; from thence it passes along the southern boundary hedge of Lower and Higher Mathill-fields, the western boundary hedge of Broad-park and Great Broad-park, the northern boundary hedge of Mill-meadow, as far as Lower Churston-mill; it there meets the boundary line between the parishes of Brixham and Churston Ferrers, which it follows till it touches the sea at Fishcombe Cove; the sea continues the boundary from thence to Man Sands again.
